Report from BHS Board – Christian Hunter (presentation was via video)
· Slow increase in member renewals - #’s are increasing rather than declining
· BHS Fund raising has a tiered giving program with greater than 1,000 unique donors
· Mid-Winter convention will be in Pasadena, CA
· 5 Districts held conventions in 2021
· Financial strain continues
· Receiving some government assistance
· BHS has good investments that are doing well
· 2022/2023 outlook – “back to normal”
· Litigation with Harmony Foundation
· “Does BHS have the right to select members to the Harmony Foundation Board?”
· BHS Board is trying to determine how to award winners at international.  The strategic planning committee is still meeting to get recommendations 

President’s Report – Brian Schreiner – (See attachment for President’s  outline)
· Beginning of 2021, BHS membership was 12,914 members
· As of 9/30, BHS membership was 13,765, the first increase in 16 years
· The M-AD membership is currently 1,765 members
· BHS member center system still not capable of transferring individual profiles to the districts.  David Kelly, M-AD Secretary and Mike Kelly are continuing to try to get this straightened out so that the M-AD website will reflect the correct members  and Officers of each chapter.  
· Central (Cherry Hill) and Southern Divisions will combine for Division Convention on March 25, 26, 2022
· Venue has not yet been selected
· Prelims and Senior Quartet competitions will be held at both Northern and Central/Southern Division Conventions
· There will be two Youth Harmony Explosions in February 2022

· M-AD Senior Chorus is on hold
